
Community Update

The rural community of Chibanga has a population of 545 
people. The village is 35 km away from a town, making access 
to medical aid very dif�cult. As a result, those infected with 
disease are not treated in a timely manner and oftentimes are 
left to die. Children are orphaned and women are left to care 
for their children on their own. 

Mothers struggle to offer their children a better life, but 
without proper education and medical care, their children 
are left to live through the same impoverished life as past 
generations. Access to clean drinking water and sanitation  
has been an ongoing challenge for Chibanga. Young girls  
miss school as they need to travel hours in search of water. 
What little water is found is contaminated with water-borne 
diseases, small rodents and waste.

The community of Chibanga asked WOW to bring support 
and care to their orphans and widows. We responded by 
bringing them gifts of health, education and spiritual care.

Through the gifts of our faithful Canadian supporters, 
WOW is changing lives in the rural community of 
Chibanga. In addition to providing the community with 
a new well, WOW has built a community centre which is 
being used as both a school and training centre.

Our Chief Operating Of�cer, Richard Brown, recently 
visited Chibanga and reported on the transformation taking 
place within the community. Since establishing the school, 
attendance has increased from 150 to 210 students. 

The children call the community centre “Little Canada” in 
gratitude of the compassionate gifts of the families in Canada 
who have joined with WOW to establish sustainability and 
hope within the community. Thanks to the new well and 
school, students are now able to concentrate on their studies 
as fatigue and thirst are no longer a threat. 

As WOW continues to provide sustainability for the orphans 
and widows in Chibanga, we are thankful for everything that 
God and the gifts of our Canadian supporters have already 
helped us establish. In the months to come, the community 
hopes to immediately launch a feeding program for the 
children as well as implement a garden and agricultural 
training program which will help families grow a sustainable 
means of produce.
